Special Religious Education (SRE) is education provided to students in NSW 
public schools by authorised representatives of approved religious groups 
to students who have nominated that religion. These classes are commonly 
known as "scripture."

AlES 
is an approved Special Religious Education provider with the Department 
of Education and Communities.
